At a recent service attended by about thirty Russian 
denominational and mission leaders, Alexei dragged out 
a big box, about 2 1⁄2 feet square. On one side he had 
drawn a map outline in thick black marker of where he 
expects to go. He began by saying it would take enormous 
sacrifice to tell these people about Jesus and the way of 
salvation. 

He invited us all to bring something to the box—a 
sacrificial gift—to begin the sacrifice. Then he stepped 
into the box and said, “Here is my sacrifice!”

That was an intense challenge to us all. What are 
willing to sacrifice so that others might realize the hope  
of Christ?
